It is open to individuals or 
organisations, anywhere in the world, whose work has resulted in significant advances in the 
humane slaughter of farmed livestock such as cattle, sheep, pigs, other mammals, poultry or 
fish. The 2013 award was won by the IRTA/UAB Animal Welfare Research Group, Institut 
de Recerca i Tecnologia Agroalimentàries (IRTA) / Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona 
(UAB). 
 
The HSA is keen to receive applications, or nominations of potential candidates from third  
parties, relating to advances in science or important technological developments that have  
led or are leading to advances in humane slaughter. The award is for £1,000 and the deadline  
for the receipt of applications or nominations is 13th December 2013.
